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Longview Parks and Recreation seeks residents to serve on new trail committee
The City of Longview is seeking residents from Longview, Kelso, and the County to serve on a planning committee for designing a new/extended trail system known as the “South Cowlitz River Trail Loop.”  The committee formed will partner with other community groups to assist with the planning process.  It is anticipated that the trail plan will be substantially completed by December 2009.  

The National Park Service recently announced that the Longview Parks and Recreation Department will receive a planning grant for assistance in designing this trail.  The intent is to extend the trail design efforts recently completed for the “Northern Cowlitz River Trail Loop” that reaches from Castle Rock to Lexington.  The new southern loop would continue all the way to Gerhart Gardens Park, then across the river and north up the Kelso side.  

The assistance from the National Park Service will focus on helping the Longview Parks and Recreation Department and its project partners with the development and adoption of a concept plan for the trail loop and support for public involvement strategies.
