3. Charges for water shall be the current consumption charges for all water used.

4. Permit shall be on site at any time water is withdrawn from the hydrant and be shown upon request by the City.

5. Customer shall comply with the requirements set forth in 97 UFC (Uniform Fire Code), Section 1001.6.2; LMC Section 15.60.050 and 15.60.070; and, the current City rate resolution.

6. Customer is fully responsible for any damage or loss to the hydrant, and/or the hydrant meter.  All charges shall be based on a time and materials.

7. Customer shall not use any water truck or tank without prior inspection and approval by the Water/Sewer Superintendent or City Cross Connection Control Specialist.  Written approval must be carried in the truck or stored with the tank at all times.
8. The customer shall pay all applicable water usage and meter rental fees.

Hydrant Meter Process:

1. Applicant contacts the Water Department (360.442.5700) for preliminary approval of hydrant location and permit.

2. Applicant reads Section 2, and places signature in the space provided.
3. Water Department completes Section 4.  The applicant takes filled-out permit to the Finance Department and pays the deposit and set/pull fee.  The Finance Department will fill out Section 3, and create a temporary account to record the unapplied receipts from the permit deposit.  The Finance Department will fax a copy of the permit to the Water Department.  The form shall be returned to the customer.
4. The Water Department shall install and secure the meter to the hydrant and retain a copy of the permit until the hydrant meter usage is complete.  Customer shall keep a copy on-site at all times.  

5. The Water Department shall inspect the water truck or tank for air gap or backflow preventor.

6. Once the meter usage is complete, the Water Department shall pull the hydrant meter, complete Section 4 of the permit and forward the consumption data to the Finance Department for billing.  The Finance Department shall issue either a refund of portions of the deposit, or invoice for any amount exceeding the deposit paid.
